The Guildford 11 – 19 Partnership consists of ten educational establishments in the Guildford area who are committed to working together: 6 mainstream secondary schools, two special schools and a college.

The vision of the Partnership is to increase and widen participation, offer coherency of provision, improve achievements and ensure that all learners have equal opportunities to progress to further learning or skilled employment.  

The Guildford 11 – 19 Partnership is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people and expects all staff and volunteers to share this commitment. 

Aims of the Guildford 11 – 19 Partnership:
· To raise standards through an improved curriculum offer which seeks to meet students individual needs

· To provide a coherent curriculum that widens opportunities and enables progress and continuity across the 14 – 19 phase of education

· To increase efficiency through sharing resources

The Well Project
Schools: Christ’s College, George Abbot School, Guildford County School, Howard of Effingham School, Kings College and St Peter’s Catholic School.

Aim: Within the Guildford 11 – 19 Partnership is The Well Project which provides alternative education for up to 12 students in Years 10 and 11 whose academic ability and/or behavioural, emotional and/or social difficulties are putting the student at risk of permanent exclusion and/or at risk of disengaging from education across one of the 6 secondary schools. 
The project offers individual packages to the students to enable them to access and achieve in their education, gain various accreditation and progress to post 16 education.  

The Well Project is a small unit based at Guildford College which provides an alternative environment and education providing the opportunity for the students to access their GCSE’s and other accreditation in the core and foundation subjects/ topics as well as a large emphasis on supporting their emotional and behavioural development through  specialist programmes and 1 to 1 support.  
Job Specification
The role of Learning Mentor at The Well Project aims to support students to access their individualised programmes, achieve in their education, gain a variety of qualification to enable them to progress to post 16 education. 

Key tasks will include:

· To mentor and support students in accessing their education through their individual learning packages

· To supervise students at The Well Project centre in Guildford College

· To run groups focusing on behaviour, emotional and social development 
· Teaching various aspects of the foundation learning curriculum – e.g. Laser qualifications
· To focus on building students’ self esteem through 1 to 1 work

· To support individual students in class

· To accompany and supervise students on specialist programmes/ outdoor educational visits and trips
· To record students’ progress and attend regular review meetings

· To work closely with the Well Project KS4 Co-ordinator in achieving individual outcomes

· To undertake visits to students on specific placements

· Any other tasks as reasonably assigned to the project

Person Specification

· Experience of working with students with behavioural, emotional and social difficulties is essential preferably within secondary education 

· Experience of running behavioural, emotional and social development sessions/ groups
· An interest in motivating students in a variety of ways

· Good standard of education – to preferably include GCSE Maths and English, or equivalent

· Experience of dealing with students, parents, teachers and outside agencies

· Good administrative skills

· Word Processing skills

· The ability to be able to communicate effectively and sympathetically with a wide range of groups

· Ability to be flexible and use initiative

· A confident, creative, motivated and enthusiastic individual with a sense of humour and patience

· The Learning Mentor will be line managed by the Well Project KS4 Co-ordinator.
